■ For Fall 2014, total enrollment was 28,886 students.

■ When Fall 2013 and Fall 2014 are compared, the total enrollment 
increased by 961 students or 3.4% (from 27,925 to 28,886), 
the FTE increased by 1.5%, and the Student Credit Hours 
increased by 1.5%.

■ The number of part-time students increased by 14.6% (from 
5,962 to 6,834).

■ When compared to Fall 2013, the undergraduate enrollment 
increased by 742 students, or 3.2% (from 23,161 to 23,903); the 
graduate enrollment increased by 5.5% (from 4,179 to 4,410);

■ When compared to Fall 2013, Oregon residents increased by 
0.3%; non-resident increased by 8.9%; and international student 
enrollment increased by 12.0%.
