■ When compared to Spring 2005, Oregon residents increased 
by 0.3%; students from other U.S. states increased by 0.3%; 
and international student enrollment decreased by 6.2%.

■ For Spring 2006, the percentage of U.S. minority students 
was 14.3% of the total enrollment.  The number of minority 
students increased by 3.3% when compared to Spring 2005 
(from 2,421 to 2,501).

■ The College of Engineering, College of Science, and College 
of Liberal Arts had the largest student enrollments (2,978, 
2,921, and 2,835 respectively) when compared to the other 
academic units.

■ When Spring 2005 and Spring 2006 are compared, the total 
enrollment 0 students, or 0.0% (from 17,491 to 17,491).
